Services” cum Professional Forum titled “’Life Planning Service in 21st Century’ — An inspiration from SEN Junior Form
Secondary School Students” on 12 January 2019 at The University of Hong Kong. Nearly 100
participants from the education and social services sectors were invited to attend.

The Group commissioned the Centre for Advancement in Inclusive and Special Education
of the Faculty of Education of The University of Hong Kong, to conduct a study on the
effectiveness of the 2-year “’SUN Life’ Navigation Project”, which aimed at supporting
students with special education needs (SEN) with career and life planning services. Results
showed that over 70% of the participating students claimed that the Project helped
enhance a healthy interpersonal relationship and boost their confidence in planning
their lives and career. On the Forum, participants concluded that career and life planning
for SEN students should start as early as possible, focus more on cross-disciplinary
collaboration and create a positive learning environment in schools. Moreover, it should
provide support for parents to adjust their expectation towards SEN students.
