In order to encourage our students to keep up their efforts,
the Group has earmarked $111,000 as a reward for outstanding performers in the DSE. We have
also set up 12 scholarships for local studies, 5 for studies in the Chinese Mainland and 1 for
overseas studies, with more than 100 places in total.
