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Summer is in full swing. So are our efforts to continuously strengthen and expand our charity network
and services. My fellow Board Members and | had a full schedule for various TWGHs endeavours. We
continued to visit our service units and to understand their current situation and needs, so as to enhance
the development of our charitable work. Besides, we care about the well-being of our students and the
collaboration with their parents. Last year, our kindergartens launched the “360 Parent Education
Programme” with the support and participation of as many as 3,780 parents. This month, we were
honoured to have invited Dr. the Hon. CHOI Yuk Lin, JP, Secretary for Education, to officiate at the
Graduation cum Award Presentation Ceremony of the inaugural programme and to present graduation
certificates to participating parents, who were encouraged to build up good parent-child relationship and
to care for the balanced development of their children.

The Group has attached great importance to our country as always, and has been proactively integrating
into her development. During the month, we had a meeting with representatives of the Liaison Office of
the Central People’s Government (LOCPG) in the HKSAR, including Mr. CHEN Zetao, Deputy
Director-General of the Coordination Department. We exchanged views and summarised the results of the
visits to ministries and commissions in Mainland China in recent months, exploring opportunities for
collaboration in the future. In July, the Group organised a number of exchange tours for our students
during the summer holiday. We also encouraged them to participate in exchange activities of other
organisations, in a bid to broaden their horizons and have a fruitful and exciting vacation. Among others,
we were honoured to have 35 students from TWGHs schools participating in a large youth exchange
programme, “Love for the Motherland” Youth Convergence Exploration Rail Tour. The Flag Presentation
Ceremony for the HKSAR delegation was officiated by several dignitaries, including Mr. SONG Lai, Deputy
Director-General of the Department of Youth Affairs of the LOCPG, the Hon. MAK Mei Kuen, Alice, SBS,
JP, Secretary for Home and Youth Affairs, and the Hon. LEE Wai King, Starry, GBS, JP, Member of
the Standing Committee of the National People's Congress cum Member of the Legislative Council.
The delegation visited Guangdong and Hainan Province for an 8-day study tour, gaining a better
understanding of the local culture and development and having sincere exchanges with the local youth.
Meanwhile, the delegation of the TWGHs Summer Camp for Young Students went to Liaoning Province
for a 4-day exchange programme early this month. They were received by Mr. WANG Mingyu, Vice-
Chairman of Liaoning Provincial Committee of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference
(CPPCC), and Mr. HAN Yugqi, Director General of the Subcommittee of Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan
Compatriots and Overseas Chinese of Liaoning Provincial Committee of the CPPCC, who encouraged the
students to learn and broaden their horizons through the tour.

The exchange programmes in the Greater Bay Area (GBA) were also rich and beneficial to our students.
40 students from TWGHSs secondary schools participated in the “Fuzhifangzhou 2023”, a summer holiday
programme featuring youth exchange on innovation and technology as well as voluntary teaching. The
participants visited renowned enterprises in Shenzhen to learn about the national development policies
and scientific research development in the GBA. They also visited Xinhui in Jiangmen city, where they
made acquaintance of and interacted with junior middle school students. The programme was graced by
the presence of Mr. SIU Chak Yee, PDSM, Commissioner of Police, Prof. ZHANG Fengchang, former Vice
President of Tsinghua University, and Mr. TSENG Hing Fai, Felix, Director of Tseng Hin Pei Charity Fund
Limited cum former Director of TWGHSs. The participating students benefited a lot in the activities.

The Group nurtures the future pillars of our society through cultural and arts programmes. To celebrate the
26th anniversary of the establishment of the HKSAR, the “Golden Bauhinia Cup Hong Kong Children’s
Painting Competition”, organised by Hong Kong Art Culture and jointly presented by the Group and five
other charitable organisations in Hong Kong, was held successfully earlier. Professor XU Kai, Deputy
Director-General of the Department of Educational, Scientific and Technological Affairs of LOCPG,
was invited to officiate at the Award Presentation Ceremony. It was indeed a remarkable result that of the
150 TWGHSs primary students participating in the competition, more than 35 students won prizes.

In this “Graduation Season”, the results of the HKDSE were released during this month. | am glad to see
that there are 32 TWGHSs students obtained 24 points or above from their 4 best subjects in HKDSE
this year. | would like to wish all our fresh graduates a bright future. And | hope they can move forward to
the next phase of their lives with vigour and determination. During the month, TWGHs held the
“Prize Presentation Ceremony for Student of the Year Award cum HKDSE Outstanding Awards”. A total
of 95 students from our secondary, primary and special schools and kindergartens were selected
as Students of the Year in recognition of their outstanding academic performance and extra-curricular
activities in the past year.

We are always committed to the local community. And we have been actively liaising with different sectors
to gain their support for our charitable initiatives and to raise more funds for the benefit of more people.
During the month, we organised a launch ceremony for the “TWGHs Free Medical Services Donation
Scheme 2023-2024” to start this annual fund-raising campaign. We also held a press conference for the
Charity Cantonese Opera Show featuring Boomabliss Cantonese Opera Troupe. We announced the play
to be performed in September to raise funds for the establishment of a support centre for carers of the
elderly.
