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The Group is always proactively practising the schooling philosophy of “All-round Development”, as we
aim to provide students with different learning experiences, help them develop a pluralistic world view,
and inspire them to make good plans for the future. In the season of this golden Autumn, we organised
a number of exchange activities for teachers and students of TWGHs schools, encouraging them to step
outside the classroom and seize the opportunity to broaden their horizons. During the month, our
delegations travelled overseas and to various provinces and cities in the Mainland. Among others, my
fellow Board Members and | led a group of 26 TWGHs Student Ambassadors to Vancouver, Canada. We
visited the Consulate General of the People's Republic of China in Vancouver, Bank of China (Canada)
Vancouver Branch, the Chinese Consolidated Benevolent Association in Victoria, the Chinatown
Storytelling Centre, and the Chinese Freemasons organisation of Vancouver. Through the visits and
exchanges, the students learned more about Vancouver’s development and opportunities in different
aspects, as well as the general situation and history and culture of the ethnic Chinese living in the city.
As a result, they gained a great deal of knowledge and expanded their horizons. We were greatly honoured
to be received by Mr. YANG Shu, the Consul General of the People’s Republic of China in Vancouver, who
encouraged our students as the new generation of China, to shoulder the responsibility of contributing to
the development of the mother country. | was deeply impressed by the message.

My thanks also go to K. Wah International Holdings Limited (“KWIH”) for sponsoring the “KWIH and
TWGHSs Study Tour at Shanghai Jiao Tong University (“SJTU”) 2023”. A group of 50 students from TWGHs
secondary schools visited SJTU, sat in on its science courses, and exchanged ideas with its teachers and
students. The Tour stimulated the participating students’ passion for scientific exploration. The delegation
also witnessed the Naming and Inauguration Ceremony of “Lui Che Woo Science Park”, which further
enhanced their understanding of the Mainland’s scientific development.

In addition, principals and student representatives from 18 TWGHs secondary schools gathered in Beijing
to exchange ideas with their peers from six of our sister schools and to learn more about the culture and
history of the capital. On another occasion, thanks to the support of Philip K.H. Wong Foundation, 31 new
teachers from our secondary schools attended professional training programmes at East China Normal
University (“ECNU”), Nanjing University and SJTU, gaining a better understanding of the Mainland in
terms of higher education, history, culture and national development. Taking the opportunity, the Group
signed co-operation agreements with SUTU and ECNU, so as to further promote co-operation in science
and technology and talent training between the two places.

Apart from promoting cultural and arts exchanges and fostering youth development, we have been
actively reaching out to stakeholders from different sectors by organising or joining a number of events.
