「心連心．廣東代表處開幕」暨「粵港澳大灣區社會服務合作項目」簽約
典禮。在勞工及福利局局長孫玉菡太平紳士主禮下，本院與廣州市啟創社會
工作服務中心和深圳市溫馨社工服務中心分別就臨終關懷、大灣區研討會和
社區矯正項目上簽署合作協議，將於大灣區積極推動社福發展。

由東華三院與領先管理有限公司聯合營運的元朗攸壆路簡約公屋，本月舉辦
多項社區活動，包括電器圖書館開幕禮、昂坪360纜車遊及參觀中國王朝風
雲館，以及中秋攸園會。房屋局局長何永賢太平紳士亦親臨現場，與居民共度
美好時光，進一步提升居民的歸屬感與幸福感。

醫療服務方面，本月我與醫院管理局行政總裁李夏茵醫生一同出席廣華醫院
「數位病理學中心」啟動禮，中心率先引入先進數位病理技術，大大提升診斷
效率和準確性，惠及更多病人。正值中秋佳節，我與董事局成員一同為住院
病人送上親手製作的月餅，並在文武廟向區內長者致送福袋，傳遞關懷溫暖。
早前，我們與本院中醫服務單位同事聚首一堂，感謝他們一直以來的無私奉獻
與專業付出。

本院屬校秉承「全人教育」理念，於月內舉辦東華三院小學及中學聯校運動會
暨頒獎典禮，以及中學聯校羽毛球比賽頒獎禮。此外，我亦代表本院參與慶祝
中華人民共和國成立76周年暨紀念中國人民抗日戰爭勝利80周年「心繫家國」
聯校國民教育活動啟動禮，與教育局及多個辦學團體攜手推動愛國主義教育。
而「東華幼稚園童心賀院慶——童藝匯演」亦圓滿舉辦，由屬下幼稚園及
小學學生參與多場精彩演出，充分展現學生的創意及學習成果，為院慶增添
歡樂活力。

東華三院作為教育界及社福界的當然選舉委員之一，將會全力支持特區政府，
並帶領本院董事局及全體成員投入選舉。除了提供屬下的服務單位及學校協助
政府設立投票站，我們亦齊心呼籲全港市民、服務使用者、善長及員工積極
參與2025年立法會選舉。本院副主席李曠怡先生及行政總監蘇祐安先生亦於
10月23日出席由行政長官主持的「2025年立法會換屆選舉啟動禮」，支持政府
號召各界積極投票。

As Hong Kong’s longest-standing charitable organisation, TWGHs has always shouldered the important mission 
of preserving traditional Chinese culture. This year marks the 155th Anniversary of TWGHs and the 28th 
Anniversary of the Establishment of Hong Kong Special Administrative Region. After an eight-year hiatus, 
we hosted the “Man Mo Parade cum Autumn Sacrificial Rites” this month. The event was officiated by the Hon. 
MAK Mei Kuen, Alice, SBS, JP, Secretary for Home and Youth Affairs, Mr. CHEN Zetao, Deputy Director-General 
of the Coordination Department of the LOCPG, Ms. Jeanne CHENG, JP, District Officer (Central & Western 
District), and Mr. WONG Wai Shun, District Commander (Central District) of the Hong Kong Police Force. The 
parade, with nearly 500 participants, was a grand spectacle, attracting a large crowd of residents and tourists.

During the month, we continued to actively promote the development of our services. TWGHs “iRun” — The 
Hong Kong Jockey Club Special Marathon was honoured as the “Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay 
Area Cooperation Social Welfare Project” in the 2025 “Tell a Good Social Welfare Story” award. At the ceremony 
in celebration of the 76th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China: the Connecting Hearts 
cum “Tell a Good Social Welfare Story” Award, I had meaningful exchanges with the Hon. SUN Yuk Han, Chris,

At the Mid-Autumn Festival, my fellow Board Members joined me in distributing 
handmade mooncakes to in-patients of our hospitals, and blessing bags to local elderly at Man Mo Temple, 
to express our care and love to them.

For that matter, Mr. LEE Kwong Yee, Jason Joseph, Vice-Chairman, and Mr. SU Yau On, Albert, Chief 
Executive of TWGHs, attended the “2025 Legislative Council General Election Kick-off Ceremony”, officiated by 
the Chief Executive of the HKSAR on 23 October, in support of the Government’s public appeal for voting.

This month also marked the successful staging of Hanson Precision Technology Ltd. proudly presents: TWGHs 
155th Anniversary Charity Cantonese Opera Show “The Peony Pavilion”. In addition to raising funds for the
