Commissioned by the Social Welfare Department again, the Group has set up
a 74-member care team at Kai Tak Holding Centre to commence services in phases from 2 September
onwards. There are 130 beds in the first phase to provide 24-hour care services including meal
arrangement, nursing care, health monitoring and emotional support for the elderly at the quarantine
centre. We would like to thank the Hon. SUN Yuk Han, Chris, JP, Secretary for Labour and Welfare, and
Miss LEE Pui Sze, Charmaine, JP, Director of Social Welfare, for visiting the Centre and rooting for the
team. Meanwhile, our gratitude goes to New World Development Company Limited for donating face
masks, so that the needy will have sufficient supplies to fight the epidemic. | am grateful for the support
of the community and confident that the pandemic will be over sooner rather than later!
