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Survey on Alcohol Consumption among College Students |
and the Launch of the New Mobile Application “Alcohol
Unit Calculation” by TWGHs

TWGHs Alcohol Prevention and Treatment Service conducted a survey from April to
June this year on alcohol consumption of college students. It was found that 64% of the |
students consumed alcohol within a month before they were surveyed while almost 20% |
of them experienced binge drinking more than one time. However, only 10% of the
interviewees admitted that they might have problems with alcohol consumption,
indicating a low awareness of possible harms.

There is a lack of study on college students” alcohol consumption in Hong Kong. Thus
we would like to remind the schools and society about the problem and urge them to
review the need of providing education and alcohol prevention programmes. A mobile
