The Vienna Boys Choir, with more than 500 years of history,
is one of the oldest choirs in the world.

Today there are around 100 choristers between the ages
of 10 to 14, divided into 4 touring choirs named after
famous Austrian composers — Bruckner, Haydn, Mozart and
Schubert. The 4 choirs give around 300 concerts each year
for almost 500,000 people in Europe, Asia, Australia and the
Americas, which include world leaders and artists.

Vienna Boys Choir is not only the national treasure but also
the ambassador of Austria. Together with members of the
Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra and the Vienna State Opera
Chorus, the Vienna Boys Choir maintains the tradition of the
imperial musicians by providing the music for the Sunday
Mass in Vienna’s Imperial Chapel, as they have done since
1498. The Choir is always representing Austria in official
events and performances.

The choir’s repertoire includes everything from medieval to
contemporary and experimental music. Since 1920s, the
Choir has collected music from around the world and recently
produced a number of world music projects.

The Vienna Boys Choir is a private, non-profit organization,
which finances itself largely through concerts, recordings and
royalties.

The Vienna Boys Choir is coming to Hong Kong as the first
stop of this tour under the baton of Kim Bomi, the first ever
female and Asian conductor of the Choir.
