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Established in 1911, Kwong Wah Hospital is the first hospital in Kowloon
peninsula to provide immediate medical assistance to the grassroots in Hong
Kong. The 10-year reconstruction plan of Kwong Wah Hospital had been
kicked off in 2016, which is an important milestone of TWGHs' medical and
health services. The new Kwong Wah Hospital will be equipped with modern
healthcare facilities that will better meet the needs of people in Hong Kong.

To raise funds for TWGHs Development Fund of Kwong Wah Hospital
Redevelopment project, TWGHs will launch its Charity Raffle Ticket Sale from
mid-January 2017.
