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In December 2024, 2 winning teams from the CSDI Awards 2024 proudly represented Hong Kong at 
the Asia Pacific Information and Communications Technology Alliance (APICTA) Awards in Brunei. 
This prestigious competition, which brought together ICT talents from 15 economies across the 
Asia-Pacific region, provided an international stage for GeoLab’s young innovators to showcase 
their creativity and excellence in applying spatial data. The teams demonstrated the strength 
of Hong Kong’s geospatial innovation, with Green Recycling from Good Hope School earning a 
Merit Award in the Senior Student Category: Solution. As shown in Figure 3.97, this remarkable 
achievement not only highlighted the ingenuity of our students but also underscored GeoLab’s 
pivotal role in nurturing talent, fostering innovation, and contributing to Hong Kong’s reputation as 
a leader in spatial data applications on the global stage.

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Extending its efforts into community and professional development, the GeoLab collaborated with 
HKCSS to deliver 4 Spatial Data Analysis and Application workshops (December 2024–February 
2025) for NGOs staff in mental health and caregiver services, demonstrating the use of geotagging 
tools to identify service gaps and optimise resource allocation (Figure 3.98).

In 2024/25, partnerships deepened with HKSTP through the “Elevating Spatial Data Innovation” 
joint programme competition titled “Elevating Spatial Data Innovation: HKSTP and SDO’s Joint 
Program Unveiling” launched in December 2024, featuring thematic workshops, GeoWorkstation 
training, and a Spatial Data-Driven Proof of Concept Challenge. The GeoLab also co-organised the 
“Community Fun Day on Virtual Reality Tour of Kowloon City” with the Home Affairs Department in 
November 2024 (Figure 3.99).

These collaborative initiatives effectively harnessed spatial data to inspire students, empower 
professionals, bridge service gaps, and engage communities in innovative approaches to urban and 
social planning.
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Over the past 5 years, the GeoLab has evolved from navigating the challenges of its initial set-
up during the COVID-19 pandemic into a thriving hub for geospatial innovation, education, and 
community engagement. In its first year (2021/22), despite COVID-19 restrictions, the GeoLab 
exceeded targets for professional talks, workshops, and group visits, while laying a strong 
foundation for future start-up engagement under the principle of “Spatial Data Means Business.” 
By 2022/23, with the easing of social distancing measures, the GeoLab had expanded its reach 
by 55.7% compared with the previous year, introducing innovative projects such as the NGO Map 
Dashboard, the GIS API Digital Library, and the PropTech Smart Office, while launching the CSDI 
Awards to inspire students and start-ups. During this period, the GeoLab also attracted visits from 
government officials, further strengthening its credibility and visibility.

In 2023/24, the GeoLab achieved remarkable growth, with engagement activities rising 85.3% year-
on-year and surpassing annual targets by 170.8%. Flagship initiatives such as the CSDI Awards, 
GeoFun chatbot, IoT Smart Office, and Story Map campaigns reinforced their roles as a trusted 
platform for spatial literacy and innovation. Despite the strain of increased demand, proactive 
strategies—including extended hours, online consultations, and recruitment of student helpers—
ensured service quality and accessibility. Notably, visits from the Legislative Council Subcommittee 
on Matters Relating to the Development of Smart City and several G19 Legislative Council Members 
provided invaluable insights, contributing to the GeoLab’s growth and progress.

By 2024/25, the GeoLab had consolidated its achievements, maintaining steady performance across 
talks, workshops, visits, and outreach, while sustaining innovative projects and partnerships 
with government bodies, NGOs, and educational institutions. In 2025/26, the GeoLab continued 
to broaden its impact by offering diverse engagement activities, supporting target groups and 
the public in the use of spatial data through the CSDI Awards, contests, and strengthened 
outreach to local schools to nurture spatial data literacy among students. Since December 2022, 
the GeoLab has successfully organised over 300 activities across a 3-year period—including 
workshops, seminars, competitions, and school visits—in line with the Government’s Youth 
Development Blueprint announced in 2022. These initiatives have stimulated interest in spatial 
data among schools, post-secondary institutions, start-up companies, and the general public, 
enabling participants to understand and master geospatial technology, enhance their skillsets, 
and apply them across diverse domains. In addition, young people have been given opportunities 
to engage with spatial data-related industries and enterprises, deepening their understanding of 
the sector, showcasing their talents, and exploring relevant career pathways. This engagement 
further supports their integration into the Greater Bay Area and positions them to seize emerging 
opportunities in the development of spatial data-related industries.

These sustained efforts demonstrate the GeoLab’s ability to consistently exceed Government KPIs, 
foster awareness of spatial data, and inspire practical applications across education, start-ups, 
NGOs, and public sectors. They also underscore the GeoLab’s unwavering commitment to advancing 
CSDI and highlight its role as a trusted hub for knowledge exchange, collaboration, and innovation. 
By empowering young innovators, strengthening community engagement, and supporting smart city 
development, the GeoLab has firmly established itself as a cornerstone of Hong Kong’s geospatial 
journey and is well positioned to continue driving a smarter, more sustainable, and inclusive future.
